The Project

During the month of May 2022, artist
Joe Caslin worked alongside Cork
Migrant Centre and families who are
seeking asylum in Ireland to create new
outdoor artworks as part of Cork
Midsummer Festival.

A group of 35 women of diverse
backgrounds and experiences
participated in exploring the meaning of
home.

The creative sessions resulted in two

large-scale murals installed in locations
iIn Cork City and Mallow.



The Project

The sessions supported by the Glucksman and
Cork Migrant Centre, encouraged the group to
look at the power of portraiture to communicate
iIdeas and reveal insights into the sitter. Together
participants discussed posture, gesture, and
symbolism, before putting all their learning into
practice and sitting for a portrait with the artist.
